Mr. Spape noted that Landmark Commission approved the ground sign during a special meeting
earlier this evening. Landmark Commission proposed that the website address be removed from the
sign. Mr. Jonathan Fields, owner, stated he would like to have the website address on the sign.

Mr. Lefebvre commented that he has an issue with the hanging plaque which lists store hours. Mr.
Riedel stated his understanding is that the plaque is detachable because the hours may change; Mr.
Berryhill noted that Mr. Fields would need to return to the Board if any alterations are made.

Mr. Palchesko stated he feels there is too much information on the sign; he commented that the store
hours should be posted on the entrance door. Mr. Spape reported the posts will be six feet high; Mr.
Fields related that the sign will have vinyl lettering on an NBO board. It was the consensus of the
Board that they would like to see the hanging portion of the sign eliminated.

Under Aurora’s zoning code, the arbor is defined as an accessory structure which requires
fifteen feet of separation from the residence. However, the arbor is located only eight feet from the
residence so a zoning variance will be required.

Mr. Berryhill noted the plan shows a three-season room on a deck; he stated the Architectural Board
guidelines require a full foundation. If the windows were replaced with screens, the plans would be
acceptable. Mrs. Cavanaugh pointed out that the plans show a dry wall ceiling and the room will
be heated.

KANAI RESTAURANT
Kanai Restaurant 340 Aurora Commons Circle Panel Sign

Mr. Jack Burge, Holsman Signs, explained the owner wants to keep “Kanai” in the sign because it
is a family name. He also wants to include Japanese/Sushi/Chinese so that customers know what
types of food will be served. The “Japanese/Sushi/Chinese” verbiage would be routed letters on a
solid base.

Mr. Barrow stated he has no issue with individual letters but would prefer a single raceway and
elimination of the box sign; Mr. Burge reported the sign is actually on wireways.

Following further discussion, Mr. Barrow proposed that the “Japanese/Sushi/Chinese” verbiage be
non-illuminated applied letters; “Kanai” would be illuminated. Mr. Berryhill noted that as tenants
change within the shopping center, the Board has been requesting individual letters for signs so that
eventually there will be sign conformity throughout the center.

Mr. Burge asked for approval of individual letters in a raceway so there would be a place to locate
the transformer; he suggested one raceway with two wires. The letters would be injection molded
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or vacuumed formed. The word “Kanai” will be illuminated; the “Japanese/Sushi/Chinese” verbiage
would be applied to the wall.

MOTION: To approve the wall sign for Kanai Restaurant at 340 Aurora Commons Circle
with the following conditions: (1) the proposed box sign to be replaced with wall
applied, non-illuminated, dimensional red letters which are to be vacuum
formed or injection molded, (2) the letters are to be the same size as shown on
the drawing, and (3) the word “Kanai” is to be mounted on one raceway to
house the transformers and electrical components

Mr. Barrow moved; Mr. Berryhill seconded, and the motion carried, 7-0, on a roll call vote.
